Donating a boat is rewarding and easy. The Vespoli Parent/Donor Program has been designed to facilitate the gifting of a boat while providing unique financing options that puts boat donorship in the range of many more people.
Rowing is the ultimate team sport. The lessons your child learns while rowing and competing are life lessons not soon forgotten. Schools that offer rowing traditionally look to parent/donors to provide the equipment needed. The sport requires hard work and dedication and young rowers, making that commitment, deserve equipment in which they can be competitive. It is up to parents, therefore, to provide the funds to buy good, competitive boats to give their child, and his/her crew an opportunity to compete on a “level playing field.”
Vespoli is the largest manufacturer of racing shells in North America. Vespoli boats are also the winningest, delivering both the gold and silver medal in the men’s eights at the 2000 Olympics and countless world and national championships. PARENT/DONOR FINANCING OPTIONS
CASH GIFT
Some parents choose to pay the entire amount of the boat at the time of the gift decision.
THREE YEAR OPTION
Vespoli offers a PARENT/DONOR financing plan whereby a third of the cost of the boat is paid at the time of the gift decision while the remaining two thirds is paid in 6 months installments for three years. Interest rates vary depending on market conditions. Several parents may decide to share the cost of the boat.
TRADE-IN DISCOUNT OPTION
Since many programs will substitute an existing boat with the new, donated one, the older boat can be used as equity in the donation. For instance, if the replaced boat is a Vespoli, the Company may accept it as a trade thereby materially reducing the amount needed for the new boat donation. If the boat is not a Vespoli, or Vespoli cannot accept it in trade, the school may sell it separately, contribute the amount received to your gift thereby reducing the amount needed for the new boat. Example: A five-year-old Vespoli Four may be worth $6000. That amount can be deducted from the new boat price so your donation need only be $8000. Using the THREE-YEAR OPTION you would pay only $2700 at the time of the order and the balance over the three-year term. The program, and your child, get a state-of-the-art racing shell for a fraction of the price!
